cake is a rich fruitcake covered with a
thick layer of almond paste
(marzipan). A layer of marzipan is also
traditionally baked into the middle of
the cake. Eleven balls of marzipan
are placed around the top to represent
the eleven true disciples (excluding
Judas). Originally the Simnel cake
was a gift to mothers on Mothering
Sunday in Mid Lent.

The custom of giving eggs at Easter
time has been traced back to
Egyptians, Persians, Gauls, Greeks
and Romans, to whom the egg was a
symbol of life.

To the Jews, the egg marked the time
of their departure from the land of

Egypt.

Easter in the Bible

The New Testament teaches that the resurrection of
Jesus, which Easter celebrates, is a foundation of the
Christian faith. (1 Corinthians 15:12-20). The
resurrection established Jesus as the powerful Son of
God (Romans 1:4), and is cited as proof that God will
judge the world in righteousness. Acts 17:31 God has
given Christians "a new birth into a living hope
through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the
dead"(1 Peter 1:3).

Easter Maths

The actual calculations for the date of Easter are
somewhat complicated, but can be described briefly
as follows:

Easter can fall on 35 possible datesd between March
22 and April 25 inclusive. It last fell on March 22 in
1818, and will not do so again until 2285. It fell on
March 23 in 2008, but will not do so again until 2160.
Easter last fell on the latest possible date, April 25, in
1943 and will next fall on that date in 2038. However,
it will fall on April 24, just one day before this latest
possible date, this year, in 2011. The cycle of Easter
dates repeats after exactly 5,700,000 years, with April
19 being the most common date, happening 220,400
times or 3.9%, compared to the median for all dates
of 189,525 times or 3.3%
