To new staff joining us in September  
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What you teach and what you love about your subject? 
I teach English, and I love how English opens up win-
dows into different worlds. It allows us to understand 
life from other perspectives and engage with new cul-
tures.  
 
What made you get into teaching? 
I think I naturally fell into teaching. I enjoyed tutoring during 
my university days, and I wanted to pursue a career 
that makes a difference.  
 
What inspires you? 
I am inspired by the people around me. Everyone has a story 
and a strength, and listening to these stories is what inspires 
me. 
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What you teach and what you love about your subject? 
I teach mathematics, and what I love most about the sub-
ject is how it helps students develop logical thinking and 
problem solving skills that they can carry with them 
throughout life.  
 
How long you have been in education? 
I've been teaching since September 2015, so it's been 
almost 10 years in education. I began my career at 
Warlingham, where I taught for three years, and then 

moved on to Harris Girlsè Academy Bromley, where Iève been teaching 
for the past six years. During my time at Harris, I have had experience 
as Second in Charge of the Mathematics Department, which gave me 
the opportunity to support curriculum development and mentor other 
staff.  
 
What made you get into education? 
I was inspired to go into teaching because I had teachers growing up 
who genuinely believed in me, challenged me, and made learning feel 
exciting and meaningful. Their influence helped shape my confidence 
and aspirations, and I knew I wanted to offer that same encourage-
ment and support to students. 
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What department you work in and what you love about your area/
what you do? 
I will be working as a Learning Support Assistant within the Ozone. 
I am really looking forward to meeting lots of students (hopefully a 
few friendly faces from Keston) and working with them to support 
their learning. 
 
How long you have been in education? 
I have been teaching for 22 years both in secondary and primary 
schools. 
 
What made you get into education? 
I was 10 years old when I decided I wanted to be a teacher! I was 
inspired by my primary class teacher who had a passion for PE. I 
have always enjoyed working with children and love seeing the 
moment when learning clicks and students are able to understand 
something new.  
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What department you work in and what you love about your area/what you do? 
I teach Music at Oasis Academy Coulsdon. The reason I love teaching Music is because it's one of the few subjects that 
truly allows every student to express who they are; everyone has a relationship with music, whether they play and perform 
or whether they are a casual listener. It builds confidence, teamwork and creativity - all while helping students find their 
own voice.  
 
How long you have been in education? 
I've been a teaching assistant for 2 years in a secondary school, 1 year in a primary school and an unqualified PE teacher 
for 7 months in a secondary school. I've completed my PGCE year, specialising in Music and covering lessons in Spanish. 
 
What made you get into education? 
I came from a house full of teachers - my mother and sister have worked in education for the past 10+ years. I've seen the 
impact they both have had in young people's lives, and I wanted to be a part of the same journey. As a multi-musician, I 
have the pleasure of sharing my passion and inspiring young students to find a love for music everyday. I hope to change 
the way young people view music lessons in a secondary school as not something to take unserious but to be inquisitive 
and inspired but the content in the lessons.  
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What you teach and what you love about your subject? 
History is such an important and often overlooked subject. Throughout my time at university I particularly relished the op-
portunity to delve into the past and learn the stories of individuals who helped to shape the wider social history of the time. 
Exploring the change and continuity of the past is vital in being able to hold and express an opinion on the future. Studying 
History also allows the opportunity to explore vital questions, such as those on ethics, values, and the questions that one 
might have about their own place in the world. Not only do I want to teach History because of this, but because it was the 
one subject where I felt that I truly developed as an individual. I was taught how to effectively communicate and argue ideas, 
as well as to question what I am reading, which are arguably two of the most important skills in education and ones that I 
want to equip my students with.  
 
What made you get into teaching? 
Over the years I have worked with children of varying age groups in numerous different environments, working as a leader 
of a Brownie unit as well as mentoring secondary school students; helping to raise attainment and aspirations in schools in 
the West London area.  
 
What inspires you? 
I have always had a passion for education and saw firsthand how important it is in my own school, where, despite a low 
Ofsted rating, I excelled thanks to the dedication and passion of my teachers. Background should never be a barrier to what 
a child can achieve, and, through teaching, I want to instil in my students a passion for not just my subject, but learning in 
general so that they can display both academic knowledge and confidence with ease.  Academic confidence is, in my opin-
ion, just as important as knowledge, and  it is so important that students have a teacher who encourages them to fulfil their 
potential. 
I am beyond excited to be lucky enough to teach my favourite subject in the area where I am originally from, and promise 
that I will do my best to ensure my students not only become talented historians within my classroom, but have fun doing 
so. I really look forward to meeting many of you in the upcoming months.  
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What you teach and what you love about your subject? 
I teach maths. I love maths because of its balance between logic and creativity. I find it satisfying how everything must be 
equal and how each step follows a clear, rational path. At the same time, I enjoy the fact that there are often multiple ways to 
arrive at the same correct answeräit allows for creative thinking within a structured framework. Maths not only sharpens 
problem-solving skills but also mirrors the kind of logical thinking that's valuable in everyday life.  
 
What made you get into teaching? 
I got into teaching because I want to help every student reach their full potential, both academically and personally. Ièm driv-
en by the opportunity to make a meaningful, positive impact on young peopleès livesäand teaching allows me to do that 
every single day. I find it so rewarding, and feel very lucky, that I am able to guide students through challenges, building their 
confidence, and seeing their progress over time.  
 
What inspires you? 
I am inspired mostly by the people I surround myself with because they always follow their hearts and do what they love, 
something I always aim to do too.
