Message from the Principal 
Dear families,  
Welcome to Week 5 of Spring 1. 
We had an incredible week last week. Our Year 9s shone during their careers event and were highly 
complimented by all of our visiting speakers. They also took part in a Holocaust Memorial session, 
where the speaker wrote to us to say 'Please do tell them that I thought they were a terrific audience 
…they listened so attentively' 
Our Year 8s also had guest speakers who later wrote to us to say: 
“I want to compliment you and your team on the students’ behaviour and engagement throughout 
the session. They were attentive, respectful, and willing to participate, which created exactly the kind 
of environment where real conversations can happen. That’s a credit to the culture you’ve built with-
in the school.” 
It was wonderful to see how open our Year 8s were, and their questions were exceptional. 
In addition to this, several students took on the challenge of the UKMT maths competition last 
week. Their focus and resilience were brilliant, and we are very proud of them. 
On Wednesday, we also welcomed 16 visitors from our trust who came to learn from the way we 
run our weekly professional development for teachers. They commented on the real sense of pur-
pose and energy among staff and noted the clear impact this work is having on student learning, 
both in their books and in their assessments. 
While talking about Wednesdays, I would also like to give a special 
shout-out to Mr Ballam, one of our parents, who has been running a 
fantastic basketball session every week. These sessions are really 
helping to develop the skills and confidence of students in the younger 
year groups.

Year 11 
 
February written mocks are starting Wednesday 
with English. Students need to ensure that they 
are on time to school to ensure that they do not 
miss the start of the first exam. Intervention for 
exams that day will be starting from tomorrow 
7:45am with revision materials with the subject 
teacher for the morning exams.  Students should 
also be aware that only black pens are allowed to 
be used in GCSE exams. Students have full  
responsibility to be in school before 9am. We do 
not have responsibility for exams to be caught up 
due to lateness. 
Students should be aiming to have no more than 
4 days off between now and the end of the school 
year.

Finding Balance: Staying Well with Social Media 
Social media can be a brilliant way for people to express themselves and stay connected, but an endless 
scroll can chip away at people’s mood. When feeds are full of polished moments, it’s easy to make com-
parisons that leave people feeling like they can’t measure up. 
 

Why it matters: That comparison can raise anxiety, lower self-esteem, and crowd out offline activities that make you 
feel grounded. The more time we spend doomscrolling, the less time we have for sleep, movement, and face-to-face 
connection. 
 
What helps? Encourage your teens to curate their feed (following accounts that enrich them and mute those that 
don’t), set screen-time limits, and try regular ‘offline hours’. Replace scrolling with a walk, art or gaming with friends.
